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Introduction 

There are plenty of scholarship programs in the world, who offer a great opportunity for students to learn at the best universities, to work in the well-known companies, to live in other countries. One of the biggest foundations in this field orientated toward environmental protection is “Deutsche Bundesstiftung Umwelt” – “German Environmental Foundation”, which started its work at 1990. 
Exchange programs towards international cooperation in sustainable development
The Deutsche Bundesstiftung Umwelt has established a German scholarship programme to promote promising young scientists in the field of environmental protection. About 60 scholarships for Doctoral candidates and approximately 50 scholarships for young scientists from different disciplines - mostly in chemistry, biology and engineering - are offered per annum.

There is not only the financial support within the scholarship programme; all foreign scholarship holders are supervised and supported following their arrival in Germany. One goal is to build an experts’ network, that among others is aimed at an intensive exchange. This is intended to take place not only during the practical stage phase in Germany, but also as an on-going process that serves to strengthen the knowledge transfer and the extension of contacts between scholarship holders and German partners.
Conclusions 

Although the main focus of the foundation lies in Germany, the DBU has faced international challenges from the beginning. Geographical focus outside Germany are the countries of Central and Eastern Europe. A particular interest goes towards the member states of the European Union. Such foundations are very important in the education for sustainable development in context of international student exchange programs.
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International student exchange programs are great developing opportunity for environmental science students. DBU scholarship program's aim is to develop topical researching areas and to promote environmental protection in Latvia and Germany, as well as to make more close international contacts in the researching field.
